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DURING THE PANDEMIC

In April. when the second wave of corona was surging,
what would have caught the attention of any conscien-
tious individual was the massive congregation of more
than six lakh devotees at Haridwar, for the Maha Kumbh, flouting all
Covid protocols.

The banners and posters displayed in Haridwar had the PM’s picture on
it with wordings that politely invited people to this once-in —twelve
years mass religious congregation. Facing flak from various quarters,
the PM made an appeal through twitter that the Kumbh Mela should be
only ‘symbolic’. A very timely intervention from the head of one of the
largest democracies of the world!

Running parallel to this was the campaigning for assembly elections in
West Bengal where we got to see massive rallies with leaders complete-
ly oblivious of the fact that the country was reeling under the grip of a
second wave of Covid. The norm seems to be ‘no mask, no social dis-
tancing’. When asked by a channel about Covid safety norms during
campaigns, our Home Minister did not mince words when he said that
‘elections must go on and it is for each one to take care of their safety’.

Covid has made us truly ‘Atmanirbhar’, with just the wink of an eye!
Currently our Covid figures stand at an alarming number of more than
three lakh cases “reported” per day, making us numero uno and a global
superpower! Long queues of ambulances at crematoriums waiting to
dispose off corpses, lack of beds in hospitals, acute shortage of life sav-
ing medicines, oxygen cylinders, ventilators and vaccine - completely
exposed the inadequacy of our health care systems, complemented with
the apathy of our leaders for human life.

In March 2020, when our nation braced itself up for what became the
harshest and inhumane lockdown in history, authorities linked hundreds
of Covid cases that had surfaced, to the members of the Tablighi Ja-
maat. Social media and news channels went berserk spreading hatred
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against the Muslim community, referring to them as ‘Corona Jihadis’.
The Jt. Secretary of health Ministry in his daily briefing on Covid had a
specific count of positive cases from the Tablighi gathering and the
Ministry of Home Affairs had even gone to the extent of including
‘Tablighi work’ as a condition to deny visa. Most of the participants, no
matter whether tested positive or not, including foreign nationals, were
picked up and put in detentions centres in different states.

Multiple FIRs were filed against them. The police had accused them of
being ‘super spreaders’. By October 2020, most of the courts acquitted
them, stating that they were wrongly detained. The Bombay High Court
had in fact held that the media too was responsible for the vilification
campaign unleashed against the Tablighi members.

There are no news channels baying for blood of the Kumbh organisers
unlike what we saw last year with respect to the Tablighi Jamaat. The
frenzied hate mongering targeting a particular community was conspic-
uously missing this time. The only difference was that this was an event
endorsed by the ruling party itself, which plays bandwagon to Hindutva
politics. Uttarakhand Chief Minister, Mr. Rawat, had even claimed that
a dip in the Ganga would ward away the virus and that the devotees
were not from outside, but from within the country. The Uttarakhand
Court merely issued an order stating that Covid protocols need to be
followed during the Kumbh. The local administration had in fact
acknowledged that it was humanly impossible to maintain social dis-
tancing when lakhs of devotees congregate. The message from the cur-
rent ruling dispensation is very clear, human health and life are immate-
rial when it comes to Brahmanical religious celebrations. Is our democ-
racy not grossly undermined when such events are prioritised over hu-
man lives?

What was the preparedness on the part of the government to handle the
second wave? Most epidemiologists had predicted a second wave
harsher than the first one in October 2020 itself. Data indicates that as
on April 13, 2021, India had magnanimously supplied 65 million vac-
cines to 90 countries. The external affairs minister pointed out that this
was done to ensure equitable access to vaccines. Our PM added by stat-
ing that “we must think of entire humanity”. Vasudhaiva Kudumbakam
is a beautiful concept to live by. Only wish that it were practised at ap-
propriate moments and not in these testing times! PM CARES was ini-
tiated exclusively for taking care of Covid requirements. Who can be
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held accountable for those funds and how has it been utilised? We have
leaders who are adept at pulling off any show with propaganda and lies,
leaving the masses immensely entertained. Are the authorities even con-
cerned about the well- being of health workers who have been on their
toes, for almost a year? Our PM has a solution for that too. Get on to
your balconies and bang thalis in appreciation or light a lamp! What
more can one expect from a government that gives precedence to a
mega event like the Kumbh than the lives of its own citizens. P.Sainath,
the renowned journalist, in his book, Everybody Loves a Good
Drought, refers to the poor of this country as mere statistical figures.
This was clearly evident in the way the unplanned lock down was im-
plemented causing massive reverse migration and trauma to the migrant
workers. In the second wave, elections (in multiple phases like a mega
serial) and Kumbh are priority, no matter how many dead bodies pile up
every day!

Dr. Ambedkar, in his last speech during the Constituent Assembly de-
bates on November 25th, 1949, had spoken about three requirements if
a democracy has to survive in letter and spirit. The first is to hold fast to
constitutional methods for achieving social and economic objectives.
Secondly, not to lay liberties at the feet of any individual, however
great that person might be, as he could use his power to subvert institu-
tions and thirdly, the need to make our political democracy a social de-
mocracy as well, indicating a way of life that acknowledges liberty,
equality and fraternity as the principles of life, which form a trinity,
wherein, to separate one from the other, 1s to defeat the very purpose of
democracy. In this context, he had also touched upon his concerns re-
garding Bhakti and its role in the Indian political scenario. According to
him, bhakti in religion may be a road to the salvation of the soul, but in
politics, bhakti or hero worship is a sure road to degradation and to
eventual dictatorship. He feared
that “if political parties place
creed above the country, our in-
dependence will be put in jeop-
ardy a second time”.

These ideas sit very well with
the majoritarian discourse 1n
which we are drowning these
days.

Mahatma Gandhi had envi-
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sioned an India that would be inclusive and humane, accommodating
people of all beliefs and treating them as equal citizens. According to
him, the essence of democracy is the art and science of mobilizing the
entire physical, economic and spiritual resources of all the various sec-
tions of the people in the service of the common good of all. He strong-
ly felt that “true democracy cannot be worked by twenty men sitting at
the centre (only two as of now). It has to be worked from below by the
people of every village”. This is why he strongly endorsed Panchayat
Raj. Another strong contention of Gandhiji was that in matters of con-
science, the law of majority has no place and how the minority has a
perfect right to act differently from the majority.

Nehru’s emphasis on scientific temper as integral to one’s thinking and
action seem more relevant today than ever before. The idea of secular-
ism, enshrined in our constitution, derives strength and support from
the ideas of science. In a country like India, where the tentacles of reli-
gious beliefs and dogma have a strong grip over the masses, the need
for a scientific temper, especially in the decision making process is ex-
tremely important. The shrinking space for scientific temper in our
country today, is a cause for concern.

The current government has moved away from the ideas of democracy
envisioned by our founding fathers. It is during testing times like these
that the true mettle of a nation’s leadership is revealed. Mere chest
thumping and whipping up frenzy, which are prime indicators of mas-
culine nationality, will not suffice in helping a nation overcome ground
realities!

Gender Equality, Stereotypes and Discrimination
(Abstract of Talk on Gender Violence in Darsana -Socio Political Webinar)

“If women want any rights more than they's got, why
don't they just take them, and not be talking about it.” —
Sojourner Truth..(And what happens when they try to
take them..!!)

- The talk started with citing a programme aired in a chan-
nel, wherein a lady journalist striding through the streets of our Capital
city on an off midnight. The programme was an experiment to study the
behaviour of the society towards a lone female in midnight.

There were Gentlemen offering a company, asking her why she was
alone, advising to be safe and so on.

The programme ended with a positive note, quoting that ladies are safe
in our streets even at night.

Do we think it was a happy ending...? Do we think she should be of-
fered a company in night, which we seldom do in daytime? Why was
society concerned that she won’t be safe at night? Are they anticipating
a crime at any time? Just a food for thought.

Gender-based violence refers to any type of harm that is perpetrated
against a person or group of people because of their factual or perceived
sex, gender, sexual orientation and/or gender identity. It can be a Child
abuse, female genital mutilation, honour killings, trafficking sex or
slavery, intimate partner violence, physical punishment, sexual, emo-
tional, or psychological violence, or even a social media abuse.

Studies shows that more of the Violence takes place at home or within
the relatives or by known persons. Studies conducted in India reveals
an alarming figure of sexual violence against girls at their homes by
their close relatives. A large-scale national study conducted in 2007 by
Ministry of Women and Child Development (MoWCD), to assess the
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extent and nature of child abuse in India, uncov-
ered some alarming statistics; that among the
12,447 children interviewed, more than half (53
percent) reported experience of sexual abuse. A
criminal Lawyer practising in Kozhikode Dis-
trict court shared an experience of recording
30% of child abuse cases at their own home, and
then settled outside the court just for the sake of
so-called family dignity.

Rate of violent crimes across larger states in 2019
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Child abuse has profound consequences for the child. It is known to in-
terfere with growth and development of the child. It has also been
linked to numerous maladaptive health behaviours, and poor social,
mental, and physical health outcomes throughout the lifespan. In ac-
cordance with that, there is evidence that it can affect neuro-biological
systems, e.g., the cortical representation of the genital somatosensory
field. Other common sequelae for adult survivors of it include relational
challenges (e.g., increased risk for domestic violence), violent behav-

iours, and increased risk of perpetration of child abuse as adults.

Domestic abuse, also called "domestic violence" or "intimate partner
violence", can be defined as a pattern of behavior in any relationship
that 1s used to gain or maintain power and control over an intimate part-
ner. Abuse 1s physical, sexual, emotional, economic or psychological
actions or threats of actions that influence another person. This includes
any behaviors that frighten, intimidate, terrorize, manipulate, hurt, hu-
miliate, blame, injure, or wound someone. Domestic abuse can happen
to anyone of any race, age, sexual orientation, religion, or gender. It can
occur within a range of relationships including couples who are mar-
ried, living together or dating. Domestic violence affects people of all
socioeconomic backgrounds and education levels.

The lack of wviable options keeps women trapped in violent situa-
tions. Nearly one-third of the women experiencing abuse had thought
about running away, but most said that they feared leaving their
young children and had no place to go.

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Workplace abuse is behaviour that causes workers emotional or physi-
cal harm. Harassment, discrimination, bullying and violence are forms
of workplace abuse. These behaviours aren’t always distinguishable
from one another because they frequently overlap. Harassment can be
discriminatory, bullying can be a form of harassment, and any of these
behaviors can lead to workplace violence. Factors that put workers at
risk for violence include working alone, at night or in isolated areas.

Sixty percent of women say they have experienced unwanted sexual at-
tention, sexual coercion, sexually crude conduct, or sexist comments in
the workplace. In some industries, more than 9 in 10 women say they
have been sexually harassed. Over 85 percent of people who experience
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sexual harassment never file a for-
mal legal charge, and approxi-
mately 70 percent of employees
never even complain internally.
The impact of sexual harassment
in the workplace is real and dam-
aging. Employees who experience
sexual harassment are more likely
to report, psychological symptoms
of posttraumatic stress disorder
(PTSD), depressmn stress, and anx1ety and physical problems such as
headaches, sleep problems, gastric problems, weight loss/gain, etc.

Covid-19 Impact studies acorss the Country reveals, that similar to the
previous pandemics and epidemics, there has been an alarming rise in
the incidents of gender-based violence during the COVID-19 pandemic.
Quarantine is necessary to reduce the community spread of the Corona-
virus disease, but it also has serious psychological and socially disrup-
tive consequences. Studies indicate that despite its global prevalence,
gender-based violence has been one of the most neglected outcomes of
pandemics. Moreover, the legislatures and services available for such
victims are often inadequate and, thus, worsening their situation. For in-
stance, there was an erosion of social norms and increase in violence in
Bologna, Italy, in the context of plague and natural disaster. According
to various studies pandemics often lead to breakdowns of social infra-
structures thus compounding the already existing weaknesses and con-
flicts. As a result, the existing gender inequality is worsened by the pan-
demic situation.

Preventive strategies and solutios can be debatable. To prevent an
event , first and foremost is to understand the root cause and analyse it.
Root cuases of gender vioence can be, lack of physical security and
poverty, discriminatory social, cultural or religious laws, norms and
practices that marginalize women and girls and fail to respect their
right, collapse of family, social and communal structure, Lack of con-
fidence and/or trust in social or public institutions, including law
enforcement and justice institutions that discourage victims/survivors
from seeking redress, Inadequate legal framework including national,
traditional, customary and religious law, that discriminate against
women and girls, fails to guarantee their rights, or exposes them to fur-
ther harm and abuse etc.

What the state can do is to take measures to eliminate all beliefs
and practices that discriminate against women or sanction vio-
lence and abuse, including any cultural, social, reli-
gious,economic and legal practices . And to add to it criminalize all
acts of gender-based violence and ensure that national law, policies and
practices adequately respect and protect human rights without discrimi-
nation of any kind, including on grounds of gender. Review national
laws, regulations, policies, procedures and practices, including tradi-
tional and cultural practices, and, based on the result, advocate with rel-
evant stakeholders to ensure they provide adequate protection against
gender-based violence. Women’s greater access to and control over re-
sources and financial autonomy and sustainability is another key factor
for a progressive society.

A report on recently concluded Darsana IGNITE

One of the objectives of Darsana is to act as an eco-system for nurtur-
ing innovation and promote start-ups in the state, thereby driving so-
cially relevant ventures and make Kerala a hub for social entrepreneur-
ship. The proposal to organise an innovation and entrepreneurship chal-
lenge for the technical student community of Kerala was mooted by our
Palakkad chapter. Com Pradeep M (Batch?), who is part of IEDC and is
playing a lead role in the PICS Palakkad, came up with the contour of
what can be done. A small team under the leadership of Com Radha-
krishnan (1992 batch) was formed to create a broad approach note. This
was presented to the Executive Committee in November 2020 and after
detailed discussions, it was decided that the scope can be broadened.
IGNITE, shall be groomed to be the springboard for budding technolo-
gists and entrepreneurs. It will be an innovation platform available to
students and technologists on an ongoing manner to experiment, create,
revise, and evolve along with our panel of technical experts and men-
tors. As we move forward, we should collaborate extensively with bod-
ies like Kerala Start-up Mission and Maker Village. With this vision, it
was decided to kick-off IGNITE with a competition, IGNITE 2021. The
team was expanded with more members from EC and from the Pa-
lakkad chapter, and as they say rest is history.

The launch of IGNITE 2021 was done

nical feasibility, innovativeness, and social relevance. Registrations
were accepted between 02" and 23™ Jan 2021. 125 teams registered
from 50 institutions. The registered teams were given time till 14™ Feb
2021 to submit their detailed proposals. We received about 50 pro-
posals. After the first round of screening, 35 proposals were chosen to
be evaluated by a team of expert panel consisting of Industry and busi-
ness experts along with Academicians. The 35 proposals were an inter-
esting mix of Healthcare — 9, Waste management — 5, Agritech and
packaging — 4, Energy, Disaster management, Infrastructure, Home au-
tomation, Automotive, all 3 each and 2 from web-based solutions. Since
we had emphasised on socially relevant projects, the problem state-
ments were all aligned to this theme. The expert panel shortlisted 18
projects and these teams were called for a virtual meeting between 20
and 31* March 2021. 5 winners were announced on 10 April 2021. The
5 winners were distributed as 2 from health care and one each from ag-
grotech, web-based solutions, and energy. No project was found to be
mature enough to become a successful enterprise. The details of win-
ners, shortlisted projects and panellists can be found on the Ignite web-
site.

IGNITE 2021 had a grand finale on 24 April 2021. The inaugural talk
was delivered by Dr. Thomas Isaac, Finance minister, Govt of Kerala,
and Keynote address by Dr. Rajasree, Vice Chancellor, APJ Abdul
Kalam Technological university, Kerala. The certificate was handed
over virtually during this function. Prize money was transferred to the
respective team leaders. The details of the function can be viewed on
https://www.youtube.com/c/DarsanaSociety. As already stated, the
competition was not conducted with a sole objective of finding winners,
but as a mechanism to interact with the participating teams and provide
detailed feedback on their projects so that they can work on improving
and fine tuning their approach and thinking process. Overall, IGNITE
2021 was positioned to be a launch pad for IGNITE as a preferred plat-
form for innovation in Kerala.

Though IGNITE 2021 started as a Palakkad chapter initiative, it trans-
formed into a major event with active participation and contribution of
close to 100 Darsana members. A detailed roadmap with milestones is
being worked out. With the support of each and Darsana member, we
are sure of converting IGNITE into one more flag ship program of
Darsana in the coming years.
